Paria has just seen the departure of |
Dr Schacht, the German Minister of
Economics, after a four-day visit,
during which he had conversations
with M. Blum, the Premier, and other
Ministers.

Tt also welcomed yesterday the
arrival of General Rydz Smigly. head
of the Polish army, who is regarded as
the “strong man " of that country.
Tlese comings and goings are highly
significant of present trenda in
Buropean polities, and more will cer-

Dr Schacht came to Paris ostensibly
as president of the Reichsbank to
visit the governor of the Bank of
Trance. But his opening pose as a|
plain  banker not econcerned with
politics soon proved to be artificial,

It appeared that he was bearing a
direct message from Herr Hitler
mesuring France that she need not be
alarmed over the new German aon-
saription decree, as it was not directed
agninst France, bnt was a reply to the
Soviet army increase.

That particular application of sooth-
ine syrup, it is hardly surprising to
learn, did not zo down at all well in
the French capital.

France may well have qualms about
her Russian allies, especially in view
of the recent events in Moscow. But
she has been far too alarmed by the
latest German stroke to sacrifice the
hacking of the Soviet military fo
in emercency in response fo wooi
wards from Berlin.

Nevertheless, there was force in Dr
Bohacht's hint that France might =ome |
day realise the *‘inconvenience™ of
being tisd up with Russia.

1t becomes clearer and clearer that
the Franco-Saviet Pact was one of the
major blunders of post-war diplomacy
in Burope. It has noisoned the wells
of Continental politics.

Tt provoked the German re-
occupation of the demilitarised Rhine-
lInnd, and remains the great obstacle
1o a new Locarno agreement between
Franea and Germany.

Certain  important  elements in
France will not be disposed to dismiss
off-hand Dr Schacht's sugzestion that
a direct understanding with Germany,
aven at the sxpense of Russia, would
be worth more to France than her
Mascovite pact.
