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Al-Wefaq WeeKly Report: 40 violations in the first
weeK of February & Further Deterioration in Dr.

Al-Singace’s health

In its weeKly report, Al-Wefaqg reveals a number of human
rights violations during the first weekK of February, the most
prominent of which was the deterioration of the health of
the detainee, Dr. Abdul-Jalil Al-Singace.

Al-Wefaq report, which monitors the period from February 1
to 7, confirms the deterioration of Al-Singace as a result of
his ongoinghunger striKein protestagainstthe arbitrary con-
fiscation of his academic research.

Among the violations that occurred in the first weekK of Feb-
ruary: Citizen Muneer Mushaima, brother of the executed
torture victim Sami Mushaima, was summoned.

A number of citizens from Abu Saiba and ShakKhoura areas
were also summoned forinterrogation on charges of partici-
pating in demonstrations calling for the release of prisoners
of conscience.

Besides, the detention of (4) citizens, including (2) minors,

was extended allegedly for "burning an ATM of the National



BanK of Bahrain,” and their trial before the High Criminal
Court will be held on February 14, 2022.

The detainees are: Yousef Yasser Al-Jufairi (17), Jassim Mu-
hammad Al-AKla, Hassan Ali Ahmed MubaraK (15), Salman
Ali Salman.

Also, Jaw Central Prison has witnessed an individual pro-
test, in which the detained Sheikh Mirza Al-Mahrous has
launched a hunger striKe, in protest of the ill-treatment heiis
being subjected to, despite his suffering from chronic
diseases in the digestive system.

The number of raids by the security forces in the areas have
reached (31) raids in (11) areas, interspersed with (2) cases
of setting up checKpoints, one of which is on Sitra, and the
otherisinthe Karbabad.

Moreover, the number of protests and peaceful activities

have reached (17) in (10) regions, most notably in Sanabis.
