at all. This is so you can practice and recognize the core words as they appear
on the N5 list. Some basic conjugation is used just to preserve the story telling
aspect.

After remembering the N5 vocab list many people keep moving on to the N4
list of words. In doing so, it is easy to forget the words on the N5 list. By
reading this book frequently, you can retain the N5 words as you learn new
words from the N4 list.
