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Entrance to the main festival site is included with your festival 
wristband.

Food Court
The food court is 300m from the main festival site and includes token 
kiosks, food vendors and toilets.

After Parties

Bring your boat party e-ticket for the boat party with you. This will be 
scanned and your festival wristband checked before you can get on 
the boat. 

Boat Parties will depart from Cais VIP, Marina de Portimão every day at 
12:30 & 15:30 SHARP. Attendees must arrive at the departure point no 
later than 30 minutes before the boat departs. We can’t wait for any 
stragglers!
 
You are not able to bring your own drinks on to the boat. Drinks can be 
purchased on the boat with your tokens. There will be no food 
available on board the boat so make sure you eat before you board!

Tokens WILL be available to purchase on the boat with cash and/or 
card.
 
Strictly NO jumping into the sea from the boat/pier. You will have your 
festival wristband taken off you and you will not be allowed into the 
festival for the remaining time of the festival.

After party wristbands available for collection at accreditation when 
you check in, in exchange for your after party ticket. They will not be 
available for collection at the afterparty itself.

All afterparty wristband holders can access the Private Beach area via 
the No Solo entrance and/or via the bridge within the main festival site.

You must have a festival wristband as well as an afterparty wristband 
to gain entry to the after parties.
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The opening party will be held on Wednesday 31st July from 
12:00 to 00:00 and the closing party will be on Monday 
5th August from 12:00 to 00:00. Both parties will be free 
to enter with your festival wristband on a strictly first come, 
first served basis.
 
Both parties will be held at Blanco Beach Club and are 
hosted by Smade with DJ’s DJ SoGood, DJ Sneh and 
DJ Mighty.
 
You are not able to bring your own drinks in, but drinks will 
be available to purchase with your tokens. Food won’t be 
available to purchase at the parties, but you can leave and 
re-enter. However, once the parties are at capacity, you will 
have to wait for others to leave in order to get back in so 
please keep that in mind.

As a festival we have a no tolerance to 
drugs policy, anyone found to be in the 
possession of illegal drugs will have their 
festival wristband removed and handed over 
to the police.
